— Author’s Preface —

many photos then, and pu})lishecl a book, ‘Vital Washington.’ Two early D.C. views, though not pub—
lished in the present book, inspired us later — Matt’s view of the Lincoln Memorial l)y (lay, and my view
of ‘Spirit of St. Louis’ Both views have been pu]alishe(]. in the ‘Spirit of America’ books I direct/edit.

The present book reveals new D.C. photos, and other recent photos, of mine; Matt was not travelling
with me this time; he’s in the Army now, serving our country well. I'm inspirecl })y his 2006 photo: his
night—view of the WWII Memorial (see cover). Life picture editor George Pitts said it’s ‘per{ectly pho—
tographe(].'. Unlike the Lincoln Memorial, which I'd wanted to photograph ]ay night from the spot Matt
